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Falesny proces odsuzuje ceské baptistické vadce

NEW YORK - Ve faleSném procesu plném vykonstruovanych obvinéni ze Spionaze a velezrady byly
Ctyri predni osobnosti ¢eskoslovenské baptistické cirkve odsouzeny k dlouhodobym trestim odnéti
svobody, dozvédél se Narodni vybor pro svobodnou Evropu.

Podle oficidlniho komunistického listu Rudé pravo Dr. Jindrich Prochédzka, byvaly reditel
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Baptistického teologického seminére v Praze; Jan Ri¢af, predseda Bratrské jednoty baptistické
cirkve; Cyril Burget, tajemnik baptistické cirkve; a Michal Kejsar (pozn. red. sprdavne Kesjar),
predseda Bratského svazu baptistt na Slovensku, byli 27. Cervna 1953 souzeni a odsouzeni za
vyzvédacstvi senatem Krajského soudu v Pardubicich.

Dr. F. Goldsmid, vladni zalobce, vznesl obvinéni ze $pionaze proti véem ¢tyfem muzum, z velezrady
proti Janu Ri¢afovi. ObZaloba obvinila obZalované ze spachéni $piondZnich &inti za poslednich 8 let a
obvinila je, ze byli pod vedenim Svétové baptistické unie v USA, ktera ridila jejich podvratné aktivity.

Jako vudce tohoto udajného Spiondzniho spiknuti uvedl ,zaujaty a predem rozhodnuty soud” Dr. J.
Prochdzku a J. Ri¢are, ktefi pry zorganizovali a iniciovali $piondZni aktivity. Zejména Dr. Prochazka
byl pod palbou obzaloby, protoze valec¢na léta prozil v USA, kde plsobil ve Svétovém baptistickém
hnuti a mél prilezitost setkat se s jeho vyznamnymi ¢leny.

Konkrétné Dr. Prochazka byl obvinén z prijimani a provadéni prikazu Dr. Bella, Johnsona a
Allbougha, které udajné vyzyvaly k organizaci $pionézni sité v CSR.

Rudé pravo uvadi ze soudniho rizeni, ze ¢innost obzalovanych se stala znamou, kdyz Dr. Bell v roce
1946 navstivil Prahu a otevrené priznal, ze veSkeré informace shromazdéné jeho ceskoslovenskymi
kolegy budou predany vladé USA k prisluSnému jednani.

Jan Ri¢af byl v procesu popsan jako nejbliz$i spolupracovnik Dr. Prochazky, specializujici se na
shromazdovani informaci v prumyslovém ostravském obvodu. Byl obvinén z naverbovani do svého
Spionazniho kruhu bilého (bélogvardéjského) Rusa, ktery pod zaminkou provozovani baptistického
sirotéince v Bernolédkové (Slovensko) dodaval Ri¢atovi zpravodajské informace.

Pravdépodobné ,nejskodlivéjsSim” priznanim obzalovanych byla skutecnost, ze baptisticka cirkev v
Ceskoslovensku obdrzela od Americké baptistické cirkve v priubéhu nékolika let 40 000
dolara. Obzaloba to povazovala za platbu za udajnou $pionédzni ¢innost.

Jan Ri¢af byl odsouzen k 18 letim vézeni, Dr. Prochazka k 12 letlim, Burget k 7 a Kejsar (Kesjar) k 5
letim vézeni. VSichni Ctyri obzalovani byli zbaveni svych obcanskych prav a utrpéli konfiskaci svych
majetku.
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Mock Trial Condemns
Czech Baptist Legders

NEW YORK—In a mock trial
studded with trumped-up charges
of espionage and high treason,
four leading personalities of Czech- |
oslovakia's Baptist Church were
condemned to lon g-term |:ris||m|
gentences, it was learned by the
National Committee for A Free
Europe.

According to the official Com-
munist newspaper Rude Prave, Dr.
Jindrich Prochazka, former Direc-
tor of the Baptist College in Pra-
gue; Jan Ricar, Chairman of the

Brotherly Union of the Baptist
Church; Cyril Burget, Secretary nl|
the Baptist Church; and Michal |
Kejsar, Chairman of the Brotherly
Union of Baptists in Slovakia, were |
tried and convicted of espionage
on June 27, 1953 by the Senate of
the Regional Court in Pardubice.

Dr. F. Goldsmid, the govern-
ment's prosecutor, brought charges
of espionage against all four men,
and additional charges of high
treason against Jan Ricar. The

tion accused the defend-

ants of committing acts of ion-
:ﬁe for the past 8 years, and charg-
that they had been under or-
ders of the World Baptist Union
in the U. 8. which directed their
subversive activities, !

As leaders of this alleged espion-
age conspiracy, the “Kangaroo
court” cited Dr. J. Prochazka and
J. Ricar, who are said to have or-
ganized and initiated the espionage
activities. Especially Dr.
was under fire of the prosecution,
because he had spent the war years
in the U. §. A, where he was
active in the World Baptist Move-
ment and had occasion to meet
with its prominent members.

Specifically Dr. Prochazka was
charged with having received and
carried out orders by Dr. Bell,
Johnson and Allbough, which al-
};lldly called for the organization

an espionage network in CSR.
' Rude Prave reports from the court

that the activities of

defendants became well
known, when Dr. Bell visited
Prague in 1946 and openly admit

ted that all information gathered
by his Czechoslovak colleagues

would be passed on to the U. S
gwernmtnt for appropriate ac-
on.

Jan Ricar was described in the
trial as Dr. Prochazka's closest col-
laborator, specializing in gathering
information in the industrial Os-
trava district. He was charged with
recruiting into his espionage ring

a White Russian, who under the

guise of operating a Baptist or-

phanage in Bernolakov (Slovakia),

supplied Ricar with intelligence
ormation.

Probably the most “damaging”
admission by the defendants was
the fact that the Baptist Church
ir Czechoslovakia had received
$40,000 from the American Bap-

Church over a period of sev-
eral years. This, the prosecution
construed to be payment for the
alleged espionage activities,

Jan Ricar was sentenced to 18
vears imprisonment, Dr. Prochazka
to 12 years, Burget to 7 and Kejsar
to 5 years in prison. All four de-
fendants were deprived of their
civil rights and suffered confisca-

tion of their property.
